20 ABS...ACT OF JUDGMENT
21 1. Conflict. On April 9, 1991, the United Water Conservation District ("United") filed

22 || a petition for writ of mandate and a complaint against the City of San Buenaventura ("City").
23 || Among other things, the complaint alleged that the Santa Paula Groundwater Basin ("Basin") was
24 || in a condition of overdraft or threatened overdraft and that the City's proposed production of water
25 || from the Basin would exceed the safe yield of the Basin. On June 18, 1991, the members of the

26 || Santa Paula Pumpers Association intervened in conflict, seeking an adjudication of the water rights

27 || in the Basin. On March 7, 1996, the Ventura County Superior Court entered a judgment which

28 || resolved the matters at issue in this lawsuit ("Judgment").
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2. Parties. United is a public agency organized and operating under the provisions
of Division 21 of the Water Code, Sections 74000 through 76501. The City is a charter city of the
State of California, situated in the County of Ventura, California. Intervenors are all members of
the SPBPA, a California corporation, and include individuals, trusts, partnerships, corporations,
mutual water companies, and the City of Santa Paula, a general law City. The SPBPA represents
the intervenors with respect to all matters involving the Judgment.

3. Santa Paula Basin. The Basin is a groundwater basin approximately 10 miles in
length, extending from an area east of the City of Santa Paula to thé Saticoy Area on the west. The
width of the Basin varies from 2 to 3.5 miles, and the surface area of the Basin contains approxi-
mately 13,000 acres. The Basin contains two distinct aquifer systems. One consists of relatively
shallow, unconfined alluvial deposits and the other is a deeper, confined system within the San
Pedro Formation. The groundwater within the Basin, and any extractions from the Basin, are subject
to the Judgment. The assumed yield of the Basin is 33,500 acre-feet annually. Basin extractions
will be managed within this assumed yield.

4. Pump‘ing Allocations. Commencing January 1, 1996, and continuing for a seven
year period, members of thé Santa Paula Basin Pumpérs Association shall have a cumulative alloca-
tion to pump on average 27,500 acre-feet annually. Each member of the SPBPA is granted a
specific extraction allocation. Water produced from the Basin is to be used within the Basin. It shall
be the responsibility of the SPBPA to keep the total amount of water pumped by its members within
the cumulative allocation.

The City shall have an allocation to pump from the Basin 3,000 acre feet annually
for use in its municipal water supply system.

No person without an allocation under the Judgment is authorized to extract
groundwater from the Basin. Any person that desires an allocation should contact the SPBPA.

Basin pumping is subject to further limitations pursuant to the terms of the Judg-
ment.

5. Basin Monitoring and Studies. A Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) shall be
formed with equal representation from United, the City and the SPBPA. The TAC shall establish
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an ongoing program to monitor Basin conditions and extractions.

6. Future Pumping and Overdraft. After the initial seven year extraction period any
party or the TAC may seek to have the court review the aséumed yield of the Basin and revise
pumping allocations accordingly. At the end of the seven year extraction, upon motion to the court,
if the court finds that total pumping exceeds the safe yield, extractions allocations may be reduced
in accordance with the terms of the Judgment.

7. Continuing Jurisdiction. Full jurisdiction, power and authority are retained by the
Ventura County Superior Court to make such further orders as may be necessary to interpret, enforce

or carry out this Judgment.
